The words were written in 1917 by Thomas Chisholm at the request of composer
Harold Lowden, who had used the tune earlier for different text. Lowden
suggested that Chisholm write new words to the title “Living For Jesus”.

Chisholm was an editor, school teacher and United Methodist Minister. Il health
forced him to have a less strenuous life as an insurance salesman. His favorite
endeavor had always been writing poetry. Though humble in spirit and in frail
health Chisholm lived to ninety four old. Writing encouraging words for God’s
people was his own “pathway of blessing”.
