O God, Our Help In Ages Past 
Because he was dissatisfied with singing the metrical psalms, Isaac Watts was 
challenged to write “something better to sing”. In 1719 he published a hymnal in 
the language of the New Testament. At this time, in England, religious freedom 
was limited and he was considered radical because he wrote of human composure. 
“O God, Our Help In Ages Past” is a paraphrase of Psalm 90. His words in this hymn 
gave a grand commentary on the subject of time and how God stands above 
human time.
